VINEYARD NOTES: East of the heart of Rutherford, between Conn Creek and 
the Silverado Trail, lies the famed Trailside Vineyard. This vineyard, made famous 
by the iconic Heitz Cellars, utilizes the "California sprawl" a trellising technique to 
keep the fruit high off the ground and protected from direct sunlight, which leads 
to a balanced, pure, and classic, more "old school" expression of valley floor Napa 
Cabernet.
